contributions for the development of the status of woren in India.
Women under his ages took a milestone to step towards
reestablishing their identity in the society. Gandhi’s inspiring
ideologies boosted their morals and helped them to rediscover
their self-esteem. Not only there was a general awakening among
the women, but under Gandhi’s leadership they entered into the
National mainstream, taking part in the National movements. In
Gandhi’s words, “To call women the weaker sex is a libel; it

is man’s injustice to women.”

Gandhi's views on women :

Gandhi said that women have been suppressed under
custom and law for which man was responsible and in the shaping
of which she had no hand. Rules of social conduct must be
framed by mutual co-operation and consultation. Women have

been taught to regard themselves as slaves of men. Women must

equal mental capacities. She has the right to participate in every
minute detail in the activities of man and she has an equal right
of freedom and liberty with him. She is entitled to a supreme
place in her own sphere of activity as man is in his.

His philosophy of education comprises
all the essential elements which any good or adequate philosophy
of education should possess.
