1.14 Course XIV: Research methods - 11

Course Objective: The course is an introductory course on how research is actually done.
With emphasis on formulating research design, methods of data collection, and data analysis,
it will provide students with some elementary knowledge on how to conduct both,
quantitative and qualitative research.

1.15 Course XV: Urban Sociology

Course Objective: This course provides an exposure to key theoretical perspectives for
understanding urban life in historical and contemporary contexts. It also reflects on some
concerns of urban living while narrating the subjective experiences of urban communities.
With case studies from India and other parts of the world this course will help students relate
to the complexities of urban living.

1.16 Course XVI: Agrarian Sociology

Course Objective: This course explores the traditions of enquiry and key substantive issues in
agrarian sociology. It is comparative in nature, but pays attention to Indian themes. It also
introduces emerging global agrarian concerns.

1.17 Course XVII: Environmental Sociology

Course Objective: This course is designed to introduce students to the core debates of
environmental sociology, different approaches within the sub-discipline and how these
approaches may be used to understand environmental issues and movements in India.



1.18 Course XVIII: Sociology of Work

Course Objective: The course introduces the idea that though work and production have been
integral to societies through time, the origin and spread of industrialization made a distinct
rupture to that link. This rupture can also be seen mirrored in the coming of sociology as a
discipline that considered work as central to the study of society. Based on this premise the
paper goes on to provide an outline as to how values and ideals of pluralized industrialism(s)
have caused an absorbed multiple transformative shifts to the local and global social
networks of the contemporary world.

1.19 Course XIX: Sociology of Health and Medicine

Course Objective: The course introduces students to the sociology of health, illness and
medical practice by highlighting the significance of socio-cultural dimensions in the
construction of illness and medical knowledge.
